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Instructions for Forfeit Request

1.
Any game canceled within three 72 hours of the scheduled kickoff time, by either of the two teams, will be considered a forfeit. A game report is to be filed with the league stating such and the forfeiting team will be responsible for the referee fees.

2. Any team not fielding at least seven (7) players at the scheduled start of the game will risk forfeiting the game.  A 15 minute grace period will be allowed from the scheduled start to allow the team to field the necessary number of players.  After that time, the game official may declare a forfeit due to insufficient numbers.

3.
Any coach determining that he/she will not have sufficient numbers to play a scheduled league game, and has not been able to re-schedule the game under league re-scheduling guidelines, will be required to submit a “Forfeit Request” to the league president within two (2) weeks of the scheduled game date. (This is not necessary where the referee(s) and a team have arrived at the field and the opponent cannot field a team. This type of forfeit will reach the league via the referee’s game report).
4.
The request will have three (3) copies with distribution as follows: coach to retain one for his/her records; one sent to league 
president; one sent to opposing coach.

5.
A request for forfeit will be honored by the league, unless the opposing coach protests. 

6.
Opposing coach must return his/her copy within a week of receipt to establish a protest of the forfeiture.

7.
Once a protest is filed, the executive officers will hear the protest at the next scheduled league meeting or in time to allow the league standings to become final on or before the league cutoff for final scheduled games.   The executive officers will make the final decision.
